2.   Verbalize Procedure with Preceptor











Refer to the Bedside Hand-Off Tool to assess the technique of the orientee you are observing.





Critical elements, such as Red Rules, patient safety, infection control measures, and appropriate documentation must be executed with every procedure a nurse performs.


Watch the employee through each step of the procedure


Stop the demonstration of skill at any point when the patient is being put at risk (i.e. if the sterile technique is breached, interrupt the procedure).





Minimal coaching should be required during the individual’s return demonstration for competency verification.





If the individual has successfully completed the procedure, sign and date the competency form.  If they were unsuccessful, encourage the individual to review the procedure and initiate another return demonstration at a later date.


The orientee should meet the following criteria in order for the Bedside Hand-Off competency verification to be considered successful:





Introduces on-coming nurse to patient in a positive manner


Hand-off will occur at the patient’s bedside with one nurse on each side of the patient’s bed


Performs two-patient identifier by asking for patient’s name and date of birth and comparing this information to the patient’s arm band


Follows the Bedside Hand-Off tool


Off-going nurse will update the on-coming nurse of the physician’s plan of care


Incorporate patient’s pain regimen, noting when the last pain medication was given and when the next is due


Include patient and family in the hand-off process, asking/answering questions as needed


Be sure to thank the patient when hand-off is completed


Ensure patient’s call light is within reach and patient knows to use it when they require assistance
